Material nouns have no plural number.

Abstract nouns have no plural numbers. If 

we want to indicate their number, we use the 

words, “piece of , pieces of, acts of etc.

He had a bag of rices. (Incorrect)

He had a bag of rice.  (Correct)

For Example

He gave me an advice (Incorrect)

He gave me a piece of advice. (Correct)

For Example

He gave many advices (Incorrect)

He gave me many pieces of advice (Correct)
